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CUONSTITUTION

SECTION I The name of the Club shall be the Connecticut Valley Vizsla
Club, Inc.

SECTION 2 The objectives and purposes of the Club shall be -

(a) To promote cooperation and friendship among the brgeﬁers
and owners of Vizslas and to encourage hich standards in breeding
for huntinz ability and conformation, to promote interest in train-
inz the Vizsla for field trials, obedience trials, bench shows, gun
doz and personal companion, |

(b) To encourage and promote the interest for Vizsla breeders
and owners to work toward perfection of the natural qualities of the
breed and discourage their use for a singular purpose.

(e) To urge members and btreeders to accept the standard of the
breed as developed by the iiational Club and approved by The American
Yennel Club as the only standard of excellence by which the Vizsla
shall be judred. P

(d) To work actlvely to protect and advance the interests of
the breed by encouraging SUOYtSﬂ&ﬂll(& competltlon at field trials,
benich shows and obedience trials held.

(e) To conduct sanctioned and licensed field trials, specialty
shows and obedience trials under the rules of The American Kennel Club.

(f) To support research and educational work to reduce andyfor
eliminate detrimental congenital characteristics in the breed.

SECTIO¥ 3 The Club shall not be conducted or operated for profit,
and upon dissolution, no part of any profits or remainder or residue
from dues or donations to the Club shall inure tc the benefit of any
member or individual,

SECTION 4 The members of the Club shall adopt and may from time to
time revise such by-laws as may be required to carry out these objectives.

SECTION T Eligibility. There shall be one type of active membership
open to all persons eichteen years of age and older who are in good
standing with The American Kennel Club and who subscribte to the pur-
poses of this Club, This does not preclude.honorary memberships as
voted upon. Honorary members shall have no vote in Club affairs,

While membership is to be unrestricted as to. residence, the Club's

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COSTITUTION AND EY-LAWS
SECTION 2 Dues. Membership dues shall be established by the Board of
Directors and approved by a majority vote of the membership at a
regularly scheduled or special club meeting called for that purpose:
at least six months prior to the beginning of the club's fiscal year
in which the dues are to be effective., DBues renewal must be accom-
panied by an updated Activity Report. These dues shall be payable on
or before the first day of Auzust of each year. During the month of
April, the Treasurer shall send to each member a statement of his dues

for the ensuing year.
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SECTION 3 Election to Kembership., Each applicant for membership shall
apply on a form as approved by the Board of Directors which shall pro-
vide that the applicant axrees to abide by ihese constitution and by-
jaws and the rules ofThe American Kennel Club. The applicant shall
state name, address and occupation on the application and it shall
carry the endorsement of two members. Accompanying the application,
the prospective member shall submit dues payment for the current year.

All applications are to be filed with the Recording Secretary for
processing. The membership of the Club shall be notified of the
application in the next published issue of the ~ewsletter following
receipt of the application. The membership shall have 14 days from
receipt of such notification to either concur or disapprove such
application. Any comments shall be in writing signed by a member and
sent to the Recordiile 3Secretary. Should the Recording Secretary
receive no dissentins opinion, the applicant(s) shall be voted dn:’
nt the next resularly scheduled meetins. If there be dissent, the
questioned avplication snall be reviewed by the toard of Directors and
chall be presented to the membership with the Loard's recommendations
at the next rersularly scheduled membership meetinzs. Final vote upon
the application will be rendered by the membership at that meeting.
An affirmative vote of 3/4 of the members present and voting shall

te required to elect the applicant(s).

If application for membership is made between June 1 and november 30,
the yearly membership, rate (Article 1, Section 2) shall apply. I
application for membership is made between December 1 and May 31,
one-helf the yearly membership rate shall apply.

Applicants for membership who have been rejected by the Club may not
re-apply within six months after such re jection.

SECTI0n L4 Termination of jembership. kembership may be terminated:

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(b) bv lapsinz. A membershin will be considered as lavpsed and auto-
matically terminated if such a member's dues remain unpaid 60 days
after the first day of the fiscal year; however, the Board may grant
an additional €0 days of grace to such delinquent members in meritoriou
cases., In no case may a person be entitled to vote at any Club meet-

ins whose current dues are unpaid as of the date of that meeting.
